The ceremony of Amrit 

Sanchar was used to be performed on the day of Sakranti every 

month. With his initiatives, millions of people were baptised 

during his life time. He breathed his last on 18 Poh 1987. He had 

nominated Sri Maan Mahapurakh Sant Baba Charan Singh Ji as 

his successor. The deeds done by Baba Ji are still engraved on the 

minds of the people. His contribution in the fields of education 

and social services is matchless. With his blessings the college 

transformed into a big institution. It has now become famous not 

only in the district but also in the entire state. The college is 

performing a big service to the students of the area.
